Voodoo Jurgens never wanted to be a star. In the end
he became one of Austrias most succesful actors and
pop-stars almost by accident. First and foremost he is
an artist. His albums released on a small yet cool indie
label from Vienna, all topped the Austrian charts des-
pite not sounding mainstream, winning Austrian mu-
sic awards and accolades. Besides that, they did also
well in Germany and Switzerland and as a live-perfor-
mer he is one of the best and most acclaimed in all
three countries, especially when he is backed by his
excellent band.
